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I. Performance Objectives (Learning Outcomes)


The Students will identify the changes outside during the seasons by completing the Color Me Tree worksheet.

· Season Poster(Fall, Winter, Spring, Summer) 
· Chart Paper
· Color Me Tree Worksheet 
III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)


A. Prerequisite skills



1. Basic knowledge of the fact that the seasons do occur( can recognize that the weather is changing outside) 

B. Key Vocabulary



1.  Seasons: Time of the year with similar weather patterns



2.  Earth: Where we live on


3.  Weather: Rain, Snow, Wind

C. Big Idea: Four Seasons of the Year

IV. Implementation


A. Introduction- change out of paragraph form 

· As the students are entering the room, play the "Four Seasons of the Year" song.  
· Have the students gather for circle time while still playing the song.  
· Ask students what they think the lesson of the day is going to be about. 
· Explain to the students that over the next week, we will be learning all about the four seasons we see.  
· The teacher will have the students gather by the window and tell what they see. Ask question such as-“Do the trees have all their leaves?” “Is there snow on the ground?” “Is it hot or cold outside?” 
· The teacher will explain that as the seasons change, what we see outside begins to change as well. 
· The Teacher will write the four seasons on chart paper 

· Ask students if they know why we have seasons

· Tell the class we are going to take a closer look at what causes our seasons. 

B. Development 

· The teacher will have a picture of space for the students to look at
· Point to Earth and teacher will explain that this is where we live. 
· The Earth moves around the sun,(using hands as an example) and this is what causes our seasons (allow time for questions).
· The teacher will have students look back at the chart paper with the four seasons written on them.
· Students will repeat the season names after the teacher 
· The teacher will then show the students the seasons poster
· The teacher will explain this is an outline about what happens outside during each season.  
· Explain how the tree’s leaves begin to change colors and fall to the ground during fall.  In winter, the leaves are completely off the tree, and the branches being to fill with snow.  In spring, the trees begin to show signs of leaves coming back, and in the summer, the trees are blooming with green leaves and flowers.  
· Have students gather by the window again and look outside
· The teacher will ask “What do we see?” “What season do you think we are currently in?” “Why do you think this?”
·   Students will return to their seats
· The teacher will handout the Color Me Tree worksheet
· Students will color the tree in the 4 different seasons 

C. Closure 

· Once students are done coloring their trees, the teacher will collect them to hang around the room to keep as a reminder of what happens during each season.  
· The teacher will review what was learned today
· Ask questions like “What do we see outside during winter?” etc.
· The teacher will talk about what we will be learning tomorrow
· Tell the students we will be taking a closer look at the season we are in now, “which is?”
· We will be talking about what type of weather we see and what kinds of activities and fun things we can do during the fall and how to dress during the fall season.  

D. Accommodations / Differentiation -

· I can provide visual cue cards to help students remember the different seasons and what they look like.  
· I will leave the poster hanging as a reminder 

E.  Assessment/Evaluation plan 



Formative assessment: I will use the Color Me Tree worksheet to see if students understand that our environments physically change.  Ex. Fall the leaves fall off the trees.
