III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

Prerequisite skills: 
1. Students must have a general knowledge about plants that grow in the spring
2. Students must have a general knowledge about seasonal items

Key Vocabulary:

1. Seeds: parts of a plant that grows into another plant
2. Soil: dirt that helps plants to grow

IV. Implementation


A. Introduction – 

1. The teacher will have flowers around the room when students enter
2. The students will gather for circle time 
3. The teacher will start by showing the book, The Tiny Seed by Eric Carle, to the class
4. The teacher will ask students what they think this book will be about 
5. The teacher will read the book to the students 
6. The teacher will use the book as a way to incorporate spring into the lesson which is the next season we will be exploring.  

B. Development – 

1. The teacher will start off by stating a spring poem to the class

Some days seem like winter, 


Some are nice and warm. 


Rainy days and windy days, 


Maybe it will storm. 


Warm or cold or wet or dry,


What will the weather be? 


I think Spring is trying to play 


Peek-a-boo with me
2. The teacher will tell students that this poem helps to tell us all about the different kinds of weather we see during the spring time
3. The teacher will pull parts of the poem for specifics, for example, “warm or cold or wet or dry”
4. The teacher will bring back the weather chart to fill out about the different kinds of weather that they can see
5. The teacher will repeat the poem for students to be able to recognize the different types of weather to add to the chart
6. The teacher will ask the students to name some clothes that we can wear in the spring based on the types of weather we just talked about 
7. The teacher will transitions students into talking about the flowers that grow during spring
8. The teacher can ask questions such as “How do we know spring is coming?”

9. The students will give their different answers
10. The teachers will tell students that we can begin to see spring coming because this is when all the flowers and leaves begin to grow back on the trees and in gardens. 
11. Tell the students we are going to do a science experiment to learn about plants growing over time.
12. We are going to see how long it takes for plants to grow, and also see if how much sunlight can affect its growth.
13. The teacher will give each students a booklet, where they will be recording their data
A. The students will each plant a seed and record every week how much more the plant has grown

B. Each week the students will be drawing a picture of what the plant looks like, showing a visual of how much the plant is growing
14. The teacher will provide each student with a seed, a cup (with their names on it), and some soil
15. The students will place the soil and seed into the cup, and they will water it
16. Half of the class will place their flowers by the window, and the other half will place it in some other part of the room where there is no sun light.  
17. The teacher will ask students why we are placing the seeds by the sun light
18. The teacher will explain that flowers need sunlight and water to grow big and strong, just like we need food and water.
19. At the end of the experiment, which may take a few weeks, the teacher will go over the booklets and have students share what they drew for each week
20. As a class, they will discuss if the sunlight had any effect of the flowers growing, which grew faster, and which grew bigger.  


C. Closure – 

1. A the end of the experiment, the teacher will have students draw a picture of what their flower looked like at the end of the experiment
2. Their picture must be drawn outside with the background being spring 
3. The teacher will have a select number of students share their pictures and explain what they drew

D. Accommodations / Differentiation -
1. I would provide students with visual cues 
2. I will also provide peer partners

1.  Formative- The teacher will collect the booklets to see if the students were properly drawing flowers, and could identify the growth.
