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I. Performance Objectives (Learning Outcomes)


Students will be able to 
1. Identify seasonal changes
2. Identify and sort seashells

3. Identify seasonal weather patterns 
II. Instructional Materials

1. Weather Chart *Attached*
2. Seashells of different sorts 

3. Conch shell
4. Magnifying glasses (1 for each group)
5. Spinner (online at Brainpop) 

6. Sticky notes 
III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

Prerequisite skills:

1. Basic knowledge on sorting objects

2. Basic knowledge on the season summer
3. Basic knowledge on clothing and activities 


Vocabulary:

1. Summer: Time of the year where the weather is warmest

2. Shells: Objects found at the beach

IV. Implementation


A. Introduction – 

1. The teacher will start class by having the students gather together for circle time
2. The teacher will begin by introducing a new song to the students called "Take Me Out to the Ocean" (To the tune of "Take Me Out to the Ballgame)
3. The teacher will say a line and have students repeat after singing the song the whole way through
4. The teacher will ask the students what time of year do we get to go out to the ocean, and beach

5. The teacher will then tell students that we are going to be learning about summer, and exploring some objects that we find in the summer time. 

B. Development – 

1. The teacher will first begin by bringing out the weather chart to fill out with the class
2. The teacher will ask students what kind of weather would we see during the summer time, ask questions such as "is it hot or cold?" 
3. Record the different types or weather on to the weather chart
4. While the teacher is recording the types of weather, ask students what kinds of clothes they should be wearing during the summer
5. Now that the weather chart is finally complete, go back and read the different types of weather that we would see during the different seasons.
6. The teacher will ask students what they do during the summer when they don’t have school, select 3 or 4 students to share their answers
7. Ask students if anyone likes to go to the beach during summer
8. The teacher will ask students what do they do at the beach
9. The teacher will incorporate looking for seashells into the options of activities
10. The teacher will explain to students that there are many different kinds of seashells that can be found in the ocean
11. The teacher will hand a conch shell to her students, and tell them that they can hear the ocean when its placed against their ears

12. The teacher will also hand out different seashells to the class and let them look at them 

13. The teacher will explain that shells are all different, and some are the same

14. The teacher will split the class into groups of 5 students per group

15. In groups, students will be using magnify glasses to look closely at the seashells and sort them into different groups 
16. Each group will get a handful of seashells and will begin to identify and sort the shells
17. After each group has had 5-10 minutes to look and sort the shells, they will be explaining to the class how they sorted the shells by (ex. size, shape, texture)


Day 2: 

1. The next day, the teacher will ask students to think back to yesterday and ask them what season we were looking at
2. "What fun things did we say we do in the summer?"

3. "What kinds of clothes did we talk about wearing during the summer?"

4. The teacher will hold a small discussion about these questions

5. The teacher will have a review of the different seasons we learned about
6. The students will be playing the seasons game 

7. Students will be split into teams 
8. One student will spin the spinner

9. It will land on a season

10. The student who spun the spinner will act out something they do during that season
11. Their partners will have to guess what they are acting out 
12. Each student takes a turn

13. Next, the teacher will be completing a survey
14. The class will be voting what their favorite season is
15. The teacher will have a picture of each season on the board 

16. Students will be given a sticky note with their name on it 

17. Students will go to the board, and place their sticky note over their favorite season

18. The teacher will have the class count the number of people who like that season and determine which season is liked the most

19. After this, the teacher is going to have students draw a picture based on their favorite season
20. The students must draw a picture of themselves, in their favorite season 

21. The students must draw themselves in the correct season, wearing the correct clothes 
22. The students also must draw themselves doing an activity within their season they choose.  

C. Closure – 
1. The teacher will gather students back together after they have finished drawing their pictures
2. The teacher will allow for students to share their pictures if they want to and explain what their favorite season is and what activity they are doing 
3. As students present, the teacher will collect the pictures to be assessed.  

4. The teacher will orally ask questions throughout students presenting pictures as a well to "test" what they have learned.

5. Questions include:

a) "What season comes after fall?" (winter)

b) "If the leaves are changing color, and beginning to fall, what season are we in?" (Fall)

c) "What season comes after winter?" (spring)

d) "Which season do we go to the beach during?" (summer)

D. Accommodations / Differentiation -
1. Provide students with a larger spinner 
2. Partner students with someone who can be beneficial to them 
3. Provide seasonal cards to help with drawing the picture
