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I. Performance Objectives (Learning Outcomes)
1. The students will identify the changes that occur in the environment
2. The  students will be able to identify different seasonal activities 

3. The students will be able to identify seasonal clothes we wear during the season of fall by participating in the pair and share activity.  
II. Instructional Materials

· Let it Fall by  Maryann Cocca-Leffler

· Laminated cards with clothes for all seasons with magnets *Clip art is attached*
· Different types of clothes worn throughout fall 

· Green leaves

· Rubbing Alcohol
· Jar

· Plastic baggie

· Coffee Filter

III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

A. Prerequisite skills


1. Basic knowledge of the different types of clothes that are worn during fall.


2. Basic Knowledge of weather

B. Key Vocabulary

1. Fall- Time of the year when the leaves begin to change and fall from the tree


C. Big Idea: Four Seasons of the Year- Fall 
IV. Implementation


A. Introduction – 
1. The teacher will start the class by bringing the students outside 
2. Tell the students to take some time and go explore what they see
3. Ask questions to the students to get them started, for example: "What do you see on the ground?" "How do you feel?" "What do you smell?" 
4. Bring the students back together in a circle (still outside)
5. Ask students what they have found 
6. If having difficulty getting students to answer, ask the same questions again
7. The teacher will tell the students that what we see, feel and smell outside today are all parts of the season fall which is the season we are beginning to enter now. 
8. The teacher will ask students to think back to yesterday and what they remember about causing the seasons, as a way to refresh their memories

B. Development – 

1. After coming inside, gather the students in a circle on the floor for a story
2. Before reading the book, tell the students to think about the following questions throughout the book.  "What were the children in the book wearing?" "What fun things did the students do?"

3. Read the story "Let it Fall" by  Maryann Cocca-Leffler

4. Have the students turn and talk with a partner to answer the questions from before the book
5. Select at least three students to share what their partner and themselves shared
6. The teacher will have a weather chart on the board for all four season ( the weather chart will list all four seasons, and provide space for teacher to write the different types of weather that occur during that season, teachers can also provide visual cues/pictures for students to visually see the weather)
7. Ask students what kind of weather they think occurs in the fall
8. List the weather on the weather chart, provide assistance if students are struggling, remind students about what they saw in the book we read. 
9. Based on the weather we see, what kind of clothes should we wear? 
10. The teacher will have a basket with different clothes that can be in the fall, she will show students the different types of clothes that we should be wearing to keep us nice and cool in the fall.  
11. The teacher will begin to transition into the leaves during fall
12. The teacher will explain that as fall get closer, the leaves on the trees will begin to change.

13. The teacher will ask “Why do the colors of the leaves change?”
14. The teacher will have a chart on the board, and will write down predictions as to why the colors change. 

15. The teacher will have a few green leaves, and they will use this to show students what color the leaves will be changing as fall goes on. (Assuming there will be green leaves, and this is occurring at the beginning of the school year). 
16. Together, the teacher and students will explore and find what color the leaves will change to using a science experiment. 

17. The teacher will select one student to help break the leaves into tiny pieces and put them into the jar
18. The teacher will poor rubbing alcohol over the leaves until they are covered
19. The teacher will mash and stir the leaves into the rubbing alcohol until the alcohol turns slightly green
20. Cover the jar with a baggie and place into a small bowl 
21. Poor hot water into the bowl

22. The teacher will let this sit for about thirty minutes.  
23. As the teacher lets this sit, 
24. The teacher will show students a picture of a tree during the mist of fall, and ask how the leaves in the picture look different than the leaves on the trees we saw this morning

25. The teacher will ask students “What colors do we see in the picture?”

26. The teacher will have students use their worksheets to draw a picture of what a tree in the summer looks like

27. The teacher will also then have students draw a picture what they think the trees will look like when fall is finally here, and the different colors they will see outside. 

28. After this, the teacher will come back to the experiment 
29. The teacher will cut a strip into the coffee filter for it to be able to reach the rubbing alcohol
30. This will show us what color the green leaf will be changing into. 
31. The teacher will explain that the coloring inside the leaves during the fall, begin to fall out and other colors begin to appear

32. Each leaf will be changing into a different color 

C. Closure –
33. The teacher will use pair and share as a way to discuss what we learned today about the season fall. 
34. The teacher will ask questions such as “What kind of weather do we see when we are in the season fall?” “What kinds of clothes do you think we should be wearing during fall?” (Reference students back to the book that was read). 
35. Ask students “what kinds of things did the kids in the book do for fun during fall?”
36. Ask the students to look back at the different seasons, "which season do you think comes after fall?" (winter) 

D. Accommodations / Differentiation -
1. Make the pictures large and easily assessable 
2. Provide copies of weather chart

1.  Formative: I will use the closing circle time with pair and share to check for verbal understanding of the proper clothing worn, and activities that are done and some weather that we experience.
