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I. Performance Objectives (Learning Outcomes)

Students will be able to identify the changes in the environment from season to season, by participating in the class activities throughout the lesson and class discussion at the end of the lesson.

III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

A. Prerequisite Skills:
1. Basic knowledge of the different types of clothing
2. Basic knowledge of the different types of weather


B. Key Vocabulary:



Winter: Time of the year that becomes very cold, and snow falls 

C. Big Idea:



Four Seasons of the Year-Winter
IV. Implementation


A. Introduction –  
1. First we are going to begin today by reviewing what we learned yesterday

2. On the Smart Board, bring up the Clothing Worksheet
3. Students will take turns using the Smart Board to drag the correct fall clothing to the fall scenery picture.
4. The class will provide feedback to their classmate using the thumbs up or thumbs down system to show they agree or not. 

5. After this introduction, gather students together to discuss the next season we are going to be learning about. 

6. Show the cover of the book to the students that we are going to be reading today. 
7. Ask questions such as "What do you think the next season we are entering is going to be about?" (This is your way of allowing students to predict) 
8. Read the story "Ladybug Girl and the Big Snow" by Jacky Davis.

B. Development – 

1. "What did we notice about what Lulu was wearing out in the snow?" "Why was she wearing this?"
2. "During the winter time, the temperatures can drop to be very low making it cold outside, how cold? Let’s explore."
3. Give each student an ice cube
4. Tell them during the winter, ice can form outside, ask them what they feel holding the ice cubes
5. Ask silly questions like "Would you want to be wearing a bathing suit when there is ice like this outside?" 

6. The teacher will bring back out the weather chart for the seasons and ask students what kinds of weather they would see during winter.  
7. Record the weather on to the weather chart (Fall and Winter should both be filled out by now)
8. Ask students "what's the best part about winter? "Here’s a hint! It can cancel school!" (Snow)
9. Show students the video about Peppa Pig and snow
10. Ask students questions at the end "What did Peppa Pig and her brother wear out into the snow?" 
11. Place the Scarf, Hat and Gloves card pictures on the board and explain why we would want to wear these to play in the snow
12. "What fun things did Peppa Pig and her brother play out in the snow?"
13. Allow students to think pair share their answers

14. Explain to students that it's still too warm outside to play with snow so we are going to bring some snow into our classroom today! 
15. "We will be making fake snow to play with!"

16. The teacher will gather students together around a table to help make the snow
17. The teacher will pour 3 cups of baking soda to every 1/2 cup of hair conditioner used
18. Mix together and you have snow! 

19. Teacher will allow students to come over to the bowl to place a hand in to feel what snow should feel like

20. Ask questions about the snow, "How does it feel?" "Is it warm or cold like our Ice cube?" "Do you think you'd want to wear your hat, scarf and gloves to play?" 
21. Teacher will give each student a bag of snow to take home with them

C. Closure – 

1. Gather students back together after making snow to discuss what we learned about winter time.
2. Teacher will have students work using the think pair share method again
3. Teacher will ask questions such as "what types of weather do we see during winter?" "What kind of clothes should be probably not wear during the winter? Don’t forget to think about the ice cubes we held earlier today and also Peggy Pig"
4. Students will turn and share answers with their partner

5. Teacher will select 3 students to share what was discussed between their parent and themselves.  

D. Accommodations / Differentiation -
1. Make clothing cards bigger
2. Provide visual cards for the weather chart
